	1. The development agreement application review procedure is described in Section 2.4 of the Burlington Unified Development Ordinance.
2. A development agreement is a voluntary agreement between a landowner or applicant and the City.
3. Development agreements are typically involved with large, multi-phase developments that will take several years to complete.
4. Development agreements can also identify the rights and responsibilities for an applicant and the City when portions of the utility system (like potable water or sanitary sewer) are “oversized” or built for capacities beyond those needed for the development proposed.
5. Development agreements are required in cases where land is connected to the City’s potable water or sanitary sewer systems, but is not within the corporate limits or the extra territorial jurisdiction, and is not capable of being voluntarily annexed at the time of connection to the City’s utility systems. 
6. Development agreements are subject to requirements in Section 160A-400.20 through 160A-400.32, as amended, in the North Carolina General Statutes.
